Chowchilla, California. It’s a
good thing, too, since my LAPS
for LAM walk-a-thon fundraiser
was scheduled for that day and
[ planned to walk for *gasp™ 20
miles. I was completely thrilled to
be able to walk the complete 80
laps (20 miles) without stopping
— other than for the occasional
photo opportunity with everyone
who came out to join the cause.

Forthe past two months, it has
been my mission to get the word
out about LAM. I was diagnosed

in June 2008 and, after the initial
wave of shock and denial wore
off, I decided it was time to be
proactive and do something to help
others coping with this diagnosis
and raise awareness about LAM
at the same time. Since | am
currently in the mild stages of
the disease, I felt completely
capable of doing what I do on a
regular basis-walk! That's how |
came up with the LAPS for LAM
fundraiser, a 15-20 mile walk-a-
thon at the local high school track.

promised. In addition, our local
high school, Chowchilla Union
High School, presented me with
acheckforover$1,100. Much to
my surprise, they had been doing
a “Pennies for Peggy” fundraiser
for about a month; the amount
was to be added to my LAPS for
LAM profits. T can't tell you how
overwhelmed [ was to receive the
check during the homecoming
rally when I thought [ was only
there to judge the floats! I was
crying and, in what was a real
rarity for me, I was also speechless.

On the day of the LAPS
for LAM event, [ was joined
throughout the day by family and
friends, including fellow LAM
patient Barb Powers who came

| with her daughter, Sonia. The

gift Barb gave me by participating
and sharing her experience was an
amazing thing, all while walking
for over two hours with me, even
with just 50% lung function!
The main message Barb shared
with me was not to focus on

what you CAN'T do with your
disability, but to focus on what
you CAN do with your ABILITY.
What an inspiration she is to me!
